After reading this news noone has any doubts that the information must be true. However, this is an intentional lie presented to the believers in the Czech Republic (CR) by the ČBK. 

The lie number one: “... for a serious false promulgation”.
How can the ČBK state that our announcement of secret episcopal consecration is a “serious false promulgation”? What witnesses and what arguments do they have for this? How can the ČBK state that we are no bishops and at the same time that for a non-existent act we are thus excluded from the Catholic Church?

This is a contradiction!

The lie number two: “...excluded...”
Partly – Card. L. Husar had no right or power to exclude us as legitimately consecrated bishops. And he did not even do so. Without any explanation he cited can. 1459 CCEO with the aim to make an uninformed reader draw a false conclusion that our excommunication is a fact.

But the ČBK consciously drew a conclusion from this inexactness in Card. L. Husar’s statement, so that a wish might already be interpreted as a reality. And this is the conscious lie of the Czech Bishops’ Conference.

If the consecration was not legitimate, we would continue to be priests, but in the case of priests one cannot apply the threat of the canon law which refers to bishops only, nor an automatic punishment.

However, the reality is that the excommunication is illegitimate, whereas our consecration is legitimate! Similarly, the reality is that our arguments concerning the whole matter we presented to the Holy Father, to the Synod of the UGCC as well as to the faithful. We asked the Holy Father to confirm our consecration for reasons which arose from an emergency situation in Ukraine and we applied for a private audience.

Within the justice, the ČBK ought to apologize for this false information, or at least to give dry information of what the true reality is.
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
