Apostles and prophets – foundation of the Church
“The Church is built upon the apostles and prophets” (cf. Eph 2:20).

Apostles 

What is the reality nowadays, at the beginning of the third millennium? Are there true apostles? That is a question. The reality is that there are Church officials, but are they true apostles? Do they have the Spirit of Christ, the Spirit who was in the Apostles who preached the Gospel and sacrificed their lives for Christ’s sake? Or are here apostles on the pattern of Judas, who are traitors and deceivers? They do not preach Christ’s Gospel, on the contrary, they preach an antigospel. They do not have the Spirit of Christ but of antichrist. They are not witnesses to Christ but to antichrist. Who is and who is not a true apostle – this shall be known by the fruit. Does the work of this or that apostle bear the fruit worthy of penance? Does this apostle preach Christ’s Gospel and does he open the souls to the Spirit of Christ, to the spirit of truth and repentance? Or does he open them to the spirit of the world, to the spirit of heresy, to the spirit of New Age? 

Many bishops today, though preserving the Apostolic succession, are apostate bishops. In the times of St. Basil the Great the majority of Eastern bishops accepted the Arian heresy and became apostates. It is similar even today! 40 years after the Council the Western Church as well as the UGCC should take stock of the validity of episcopal consecrations. If someone from among the present-day bishops was consecrated by an apostate, is the consecration valid? Such consecration is dubious! Admittedly, this bishop is a Church official and ritualist, but he is not Christ’s apostle. An apostate bishop has automatically excommunicated himself through his apostasy. A visible sign of apostasy is that he preaches or maintains “a different gospel”! (cf. Gal 1:8) And this is necessarily followed by anathema!
Today this different antigospel is HCT and syncretism. The question arises too whether the candidate for priesthood who had fully opened himself to the teaching and spirit of HCT truly received his clerical ordination. Can an atheist receive the sacrament of orders? And even if he did receive it, what would be the point of it? He would not bring life but death! The sacraments presuppose true faith. Where it is absent, the sacraments are made sacrilege and magic!
Prophets
Are there true prophets? That is a question. However, the reality is that there are false prophets. Mostly these are professors at the theological faculties who “preach another Jesus and another gospel, and have a different spirit” from Christ’s apostles and prophets! (cf. 2Cor 11:4)
“For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ. And no wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light. So it is no surprise if his servants, also, disguise themselves as servants of righteousness. Their end will correspond to their deeds.” (v. 13-15)

“They call themselves apostles and are not, and were found to be liars.” (cf. Rev 2:2)

Jesus foretold: “Many false prophets will arise and lead many astray.” (Mt 24:11)
So there is a caste of professors at the theological faculties who have adopted the spirit of atheism through HCT and the spirit of syncretism through false interpretation of Nostra aetate. These are poisoning the students of theology – the intending priests – with their heresies. As false prophets they are setting before the bishops a different gospel. Unfortunately, the majority of bishops accept these false prophets and allow them to corrupt the future priests. The reason is pride which wants to be up to so-called scientific and theological standard. However, this “standard” has nothing to do with the Gospel and with Christ’s Spirit and through apostasy it leads to hell. By means of dialectic distortion they present the historic-critical method (HCT) as the only true interpretation of the Gospel and of the whole Scripture. “Such men are Satan’s servants, who disguise themselves as servants of justice (and truth). And no wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light.” (cf. 2Cor 11:13-14) That is why there must be true prophets who preach the same Gospel and have the same spirit as Christ’s apostles and prophets. 
The gospel according to HCT is the gospel of antichrist which denies the Divinity of Jesus Christ, the uniqueness of salvation in Him and the inspiration of the Scripture. Behind this gospel is not the Spirit of God but the spirit of lie, the spirit of death. This is absolutely clear! 
The true prophets must defend the foundations of faith and witness to the true and living Christ by their word and life. They must have the Spirit of Christ, they must be Christ’s witnesses – martyres (cf. Acts 1:8). These are most needed in the Church nowadays. This is the true “standard” built on truth and humility and not on intellectual pride and lie of Satan’s servants who lead the souls into eternal perdition. 
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
