Defence of papacy

Your Holiness, 

although we took on in this spiritual fight part of Your responsibility, which stems from the apostolic and prophetic ministry in the Church, You are obliged in these days to stand up in defence of the essence of the papacy, which is – protection of the faith and morals! 
Our Eastern Church in Ukraine was dissolved by Stalin. Only after 44 years she was restored. The one who prepared the conditions for liquidation of the UGCC by Stalin was the prelate Prof. Kostelnik ThD. He came out against the primacy of the Pope as such by referring to the so-called “Honorius’ question”. However, it was no only him who did so, but the Orthodox Church too presents this question as an argument against the very essence of the papacy. 
The General Council in Constantinople in 680-681 declared Pope Honorius I a heretic. Pope Leo II (682-683) acknowledged the Council and thereby also its conclusions concerning Honorius, adding the explaining clause that he reprobated Honorius not by reason of heresies but because “he allowed heretics to defile the undefiled faith”.
Your Holiness, compared with modern heresies, the heresies of Monotheletism are a triviality; nevertheless, the negligence of Pope Honorius caused great harm to the Church and cast doubt upon the whole papacy. The contemporary heresies of Neomodernism, which are a continuation of Modernism, were clearly condemned as early as 1907 by St. Pius X, Your predecessor. Unfortunately, in Your book Jesus of Nazareth You do not share the attitude and spirit of St. Pius X. If You neglect Your duty to stand resolutely and in the spirit of the whole Christian Tradition against the godless HCT and false interpretation of Nostra aetate, we are afraid that You might end like Pope Honorius!
