To Bishops of the Catholic Church
Joint responsibility of bishops
Dear brothers in the episcopal ministry,

we are in the Lenten period (Quadragesima), expecting resurrection with hope. God has put in our heart a grief over the state the Catholic Church has found herself in. We have already written a number of letters to the Holy Father concerning this topic, the copies of which were addressed to You as well. 

In several last letters we pointed out to the Holy Father his responsibility for the reform of the Church. Afterwards God gave us the light in connection with it and revealed to us that without You, dear Church fathers, the Pope can neither commence nor accomplish this reform effectively! You bear full responsibility for this reform along with him. Nobody can deprive You of this responsibility of the Apostles’ successors partaking of the power of the keys as well as of the prophetic office in Your diocese. You need no longer wait for a command from above. You not only can but are obliged to start a reform in Your diocese. This is what God demands of You and this demand is binding. The situation is extremely serious because the Church is faced with the necessity for a reform (renewal) at her deepest root. This first of all means personal repentance, or conversion, of every individual, not excluding a bishop. Spiritual infection has within the last four decades affected the Mystical Body of Christ so deeply that this rescue operation may be performed by God alone. But He is waiting for man’s consent. You who hold the authority of the Apostles and continue their prophetic charisma are to be the key persons in this historic reform. 
The present-day spiritual Israel (the Church) is similar to a great valley full of bones (see Ezek 37:1-14). God performs spiritual resurrection through prophetic word (see Ezek 37:4-9; Rev 2-3).
Dear brothers in the episcopal ministry, God through prophetic word is turning directly to You, that You along with the Pope may start the reform of the Church and that You may start it from Yourselves. We are putting this God’s demand before You in humility with divine authority and power, i.e. with sanctions too. The Holy Father alone, and only ex cathedra, may withdraw this prophetic word as well as this God’s demand for a reform. The Holy Father is exposed to great psychological and spiritual pressures, therefore his silence in this situation is a sign of his consent, the consent of the successor of Peter the Apostle. 
What is every bishop obliged to do? He is obliged to make his confession of faith. 

The formula for the confession:
1) Do you believe that the Lord Jesus Christ is true God, born of true God, not made, of one Being with the Father?

Answer: YES, I DO.

2) Do you believe that Jesus Christ died on the cross for us, that means even for you and for your sins, and the third day He rose again from the dead historically and really?

Answer: YES, I DO.

3) Do you commit your whole life to Him and do you receive Him as your only Lord and Saviour?

Answer: YES, I DO.
4) Do you receive the Mother of Jesus as it was done by the disciple under the cross (Gr: eis ta idia)? 

Answer: YES, I DO.
5) Do you receive the Holy Spirit as it was done by the apostles on the day of Pentecost?

Answer: YES, I DO.
Do you renounce:
1) historic-critical theology (HCT) and the spirit which is behind it?

Answer: YES, I DO.

2) the spirit of relativism, syncretism and false interpretation of Nostra aetate?

Answer: YES, I DO.

3) satan and demons, especially those which nowadays work through different forms of magic and divination, and the spirit of New Age?

Answer: YES, I DO.

The confession of faith presupposes at least four-day spiritual exercises encompassing the fundamental truths of our salvation (death, judgement, eternal condemnation, eternal life, sin, forgiveness of sins and deliverance in Christ, reception of Jesus’ Mother /see Jn 19:25-27/ and reception of fullness of the Holy Spirit /see Acts 2:38-39/...). 

The confession of faith according to the given formula may be performed in the presence of at least two witnesses, best during the exercises after the lecture about the redemptive death of Christ.

The bishop shall send his confession of faith to the Pope by 14th September 2009 at the latest and shall at the same time make it public in his diocese. Unless he does so, he makes it manifest that he refuses the biblical and Catholic teaching and Tradition of the Apostles and saints and has thus excluded himself from the Catholic Church and becomes an apostate (cf. Gal 1:8-9).
Next, the bishop is obliged to see to it that all priests and seminarians go through similar exercises, connected with the confession of faith, by the set term (14th September 2009). The priests who will not do so will thus make it clear that they are unwilling to break with the spirit of heresy, and therefore they likewise will fall under an anathema. This will be made public after 14th September 2009.

Moreover, the bishop is obliged to perform personnel changes in the seminary, that instead of the spirit of HCT, syncretism and relativism there may be a sound salvific doctrine and God’s Spirit. This year is the year of Paul the Apostle. He is a pattern for us of conversion, sound teaching and true following of Christ.
