We believe that You will use this chance given to You by God and through Your broad-mindedness and boldness You will become a Catholic bishop again, whereby You will bring a blessing not only to the Kolomiya eparchy but also to the whole Ivano-Frankivsk region. 
However, if by Your silence You will endorse the October homosexual action in Ivano-Frankivsk, the curse and God’s punishment will come not only upon You but upon the whole Ivano-Frankivsk region.
