Questions and answers

Divine authority and heresies
There is God’s law and Church law. God’s law is immutable and before this law all Christians are equal (cardinal, Pope, layman) and obliged to keep it and defend it. 

Church law (Canon Code ...) and Church (administrative) structure is built upon God’s law (foundation) and therein is the origin of its existence. 
Provided that the Church authority denies God’s laws and the fundamental truths of the Gospel (see Gal 1:8-9), it loses its authority and the sense of its existence! If the Gospel is denied, the Church does not exist! Every common believer has the right and duty to defend God’s laws and to rebuke the Church hierarchy in case it violates or denies the fundamental truths of the faith. The Christian shares in the common priesthood and in the prophetical office of Christ.

Venerable brothers in Christ!

Concerning Your letter, I have the honour of expressing the following: I am ready to confess my Catholic faith and to condemn all heresies at any time, if this is required by the Roman Pontiff. I find it strange, however, why You act in the role of the Pope and demand a confession of faith from everyone???

Answer: Your Eminence, God wants it and the Holy Father will accept it gratefully. But choose freely. We shall respect Your decision. Please, let us know by 14th September 2009.

Today the right to demand confession of Christ from the shepherd, with all the ensuing consequences, is due to every believer, even to the most ordinary woman. Our Bishops’ Synod, however, has not only this right but now also this duty before God!) 
A lay believer appealed to his bishop to confess the faith and to renounce heresies
On 5th September 2009 a lay believer, A.H., sent to his bishop, Msgr. T. Galis (Slovakia), our appeal to all priests and believers of the Catholic Church dated 16th August 2009 (www.community.org.ua) with the enclosed formula. The bishop named did not confess the faith and did not renounce heresies and the spirit of heresy. 
We hereby publicly declare that as from 15th September 2009, Msgr. Tomáš Galis (Focolare movement) is excommunicated from the Catholic Church (cf. can. 1364 §1 CIC) and has fallen under God’s curse – anathema (Gal 1:8-9). As from 15th September 2009, the sacraments administered by him as a heretic, with the exception of Baptism, are invalid. Repentance on his part will be that he will publicly confess the faith, renounce heresies and ask the Holy Father for admission into the Church. In case he ordained priests, he would ordain them invalidly.
