Reincarnation
An interview for Voskresinya /Resurrection/ Radio, www.rr.lviv.ua, programme’s theme: 
A discussion about the soul.
To the Bishops of the UGCC

A question to Card. L. Husar: “Some religions have a dogma that after death the soul of man leads a nomadic way of life, e.g. in the body of a dog, or it settles in a frog, a bird... Your Beatitude, what is Your attitude towards this dogma – towards the question of reincarnation?” 
(Note: The question uses the term “dogma” in connection with pagan religions and with the heresy of “reincarnation”. The term “dogma”, however, signifies a clear definition of a Christian truth which then obliges a person in his conscience! In comparison with dogmas, the Hindu teachings are a pack of lies, pagan fables and myths which in their essence contradict Christianity.)

Card. L. Husar: “We do not accept it. Man is born once, he has only one so-called trial time and then – the end.” 

Commentary: In spite of the fact that he expresses the truth in the first two sentences, by his general attitude the Cardinal unfortunately – as it is further evident from the whole context of his response – does not reject reincarnation expressly and resolutely, ergo, he in fact approves it. His so-called rejection then works on the same principle as the warning on a big advertisement board for cigarettes: “Smoking causes cancer”. It does not interfere with the advertisement at all that there is the truth written on it. 
Card. L. Husar: “But we can learn something from it...”
Commentary: What can we learn from people who are rooted in pagan spirituality, i.e. who do not worship One God, but worship and serve demons (cf. 1Cor 10:20)?
Card. L. Husar: “We spoke about purgatory and about sufferings of souls after death. Particularly the Hindus, who are deeply spiritual people, do not accept the apprehension of purgatory, nor of sufferings of souls after death; according to them purification has a form of reincarnation.” 
Commentary: Head of the UGCC is expected to give an adequate response from the clear position of Scripture and Tradition. Unfortunately, the response of Card. Husar is quite the contrary! It does not give a clear explanation of the Christian doctrine, but it rather stirs up sympathy for the heresy and for the pagan way which in consequence leads to the loss of eternal life and to the betrayal of Christ and His Gospel! One must know that reincarnation is no process of purification; it is a mere lie and demonic deceit!

Card. L. Husar: “If you were a wicked person, you shall pass to a lower form of existence as a punishment, you shall be some animal there.”
Commentary: If this is said by Head of the UGCC without putting it right and, moreover, in such a suggestive manner using even personal address to the listener – “You shall pass to a lower form of existence as a punishment”, it is understood in the way that the Cardinal endorses this heresy, and therefore everyone then receives this heresy as a fact. 
Card. L. Husar: “As much as you become purified, you go higher and higher until you reach God.”
Commentary: A suggestive presentation of lie again! The Cardinal evidently ignores the fact that Hindus do not worship personal God. They have just thousands of gods – demons. If one were to “purify” oneself by way of reincarnation, one would not reach God but the devil and would end in eternal fire! Instead of warning his flock against all these heresies the Cardinal muddles the waters, thereby propagating that behind which is hidden a liar and a murderer (cf. Jn 8:44).
Reincarnation:

1) denies the first article of the Creed: “I believe in one God, the Father ... Creator...”

2) denies the Divinity of Christ and His redemptive death on the cross.

3) denies the immortality of our soul.

4) denies sin.

5) denies eternal life in heaven.

6) denies the eternity of hell.

7) is connected with relativism which denies good and evil, truth and lie. 

8) relieves man of responsibility for this life by offering him a false chance of reincarnation after death! This is a big deceit!

The fruit of the belief in reincarnation is the worship of animals as gods. The punishment for it is, as written in the Holy Scripture, falling into homosexuality which is followed by a fire coming down from heaven (as in Sodom) and after death eternal fire. 

CCEO can. 1436 §1: „One who denies a truth which must be believed with divine and Catholic faith, or who calls it into doubt, or who totally repudiates the Christian faith, is to be punished as a heretic or an apostate with a major excommunication...”
This canon fully applies to the Head of the UGCC Card. L. Husar not only for his heresies in the book “Discussions with His Beatitude Card. L. Husar – On Postconfessional Christianity” but also for his heretical attitude towards reincarnation. 
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
