National pilgrimage – Zarvanytsya 13th July 2008

Your Eminence,

the S.O.S. we sent out to You has borne its fruit.

The schism and apostasy under the heading of a patriarchate was not declared on 13th July 2008. In the evening and in the morning about 10.000 pieces of bulletins were distributed in Zarvanytsya, wherein we warned the faithful against schism and apostasy. 
1) We reminded of an anathema against Card. L. Husar.

2) We published a letter addressed to Card. L. Sandri, wherein he was asked to depose L. Husar from his office and to cancel the planned consecration (20th July 2008) of a heretic chosen by Husar.
At 9 am the solemn Divine Liturgy started; thereafter Card. L. Sandri spoke about the need of a patriarchate and praised the apostate Card. L. Husar as a holy man and a father. At the close the representatives of state power (deputies) publicly submitted to Card. L. Sandri a request for a patriarchate. This all was pre-staged in order to form the public opinion and to put psychological pressure on the Pope. We remind again that the deputies were not objectively introduced to the issue but were manipulated by Card. L. Husar and by the UCU (Ukrainian Catholic University). The patriarchate cannot be acknowledged now, mainly for two reasons: 
1) Card. L. Husar has excommunicated himself from the Church through public heresies.

2) Unless the patriarchate gives an opportunity for a true spiritual renewal of the UGCC and Ukraine, it will do more harm than good.
After the Divine Liturgy Card. L. Sandri had a meeting with priests. There he said that the patriarchate ought to have been granted as far back as 20 years ago. By this statement he revealed that his view was diametrically different from the Pope’s. Although the spirit of apostasy and the spirit of New Age, represented by Card. L. Husar and Card. L. Sandri, has not fully enforced its intention, it still continues its intrigues. None the less, we believe that Christ is the Victor!
