The Eighth Pan-Orthodox Council – suicidium

Part 3
Quote (Art.5): “The bilateral theological dialogues that the Orthodox Church conducts today, as well as her participation in the movement for the restoration of Christian unity, are grounded in her Orthodox consciousness and the spirit of ecumenicity, and are aimed at seeking the lost Christian unity on the basis of the faith and tradition of the ancient Church of the Seven Ecumenical Councils.”
Response: The Vatican is in deep apostasy on grounds of heresies and syncretism. The phrases “theological dialogues” and “restoration of Christian unity” are a manipulation in that today they mean dialogues with heretics and unity with apostasy rather than with sound Christians. Both “theological dialogues” and “restoration of Christian unity” are de facto positive phrases which manipulate the faithful and draw them into the process of spiritual self-destruction. The Seven Councils fought against heresies, whereas this Council, seeking to unite with the apostate Vatican, opens the door to the greatest heresies. To argue that so-called unity will be restored on the basis of the faith and tradition is thus a gross lie intended to deceive the Orthodox faithful.
Quote (Art.6): “The unity by which the Church is distinguished in her ontological nature is impossible to shatter. …pursuing an objective goal – to tread the path to unity.”
Response: This unity, as evidenced by history, is shattered by heresies, today heresies of the apostate Catholic Church. To pursue unity with heretics means to shatter the ontological nature of the Church, i.e. to lapse into heresy.
“If anyone, even an angel from heaven, preaches any other gospel, let him be accursed.” (Gal 1:8-9) The Vatican has de facto become a sect since it has separated from orthodox doctrine! We learn from history that the Arians were a sect too, and it was joined by the majority of the Eastern bishops at the time.
Quote (Art.7): “…today all the Holy Local Orthodox Churches take an active part in official theological dialogues… despite a serious crisis in the ecumenical movement. …so as not to ‘hinder the gospel of Christ’ (1Cor 9:12).”
Response: The crisis does not consist in the absence of dialogue with the apostate Vatican but rather in the fact that the Vatican’s apostasy has plunged whole Christianity into a worldwide crisis.
If nowadays the leadership of the Orthodox Church was really sound, it would warn all the Local Orthodox Churches against whatever dialogue with the apostate Catholic Church which has lost its nature and has the spirit of neopaganism – the New Age. Supposing the Orthodox Churches do not know this, it is the fault of the Moscow Patriarchate which was obliged to warn them, and not encourage them in so-called theological dialogues.
Promoting interreligious dialogue, the Vatican has destroyed whatever mission and labels it as proselytism. It is hypocrisy to quote the Word of God, using the argument of unity, “so as not to hinder the gospel of Christ”, because the Vatican has received a new heretical antigospel, for which reason it has fallen under a curse (Gal 1:8-9).
Quote (Art.8): “It is her hope that the Holy Spirit Who ‘welds together the whole institution of the Church’… The Orthodox Church relies … by the grace of God who prayed ‘that all may be one’ (Jn 17:21), first and foremost, on the help of the Holy Spirit.”
Response: The goal of the treacherous leadership of the Orthodox Church is to unite with the Catholic Church in her apostasy. They say blasphemously that it is the Holy Spirit who welds together this heretical Pan-Orthodox Council. But it is the spirit of heresy that welds together this heretical Council. This spirit expels the Holy Spirit. They hypocritically refer to the prayer of Our Lord Jesus “that all may be one”. However, the Orthodox leaders thus abuse the words of Christ. There is no accord between Christ and Belial! (2Cor 6:15)
Quote (Art.11): “The methodology of conducting theological dialogues is aimed at overcoming traditional theological differences or at revealing possible new disagreements and seeking the common ground of the Christian faith.”
Response: Concerning the methodology of conducting theological dialogues, one ignores the essential fact that the Vatican is in apostasy and has lost the Christian faith. So the main methodology of these theological dialogues is based on total blindness. One strains out a gnat and swallows a camel. Moreover, the hidden purpose of these so-called theological dialogues is to bring the Orthodox Church under the rule of heresies. Modern methodology of constant meetings and so-called dialogues results in brainwashing and psychological violence so that one finally rejects divine truth and adopts heresy. The first dialogue was between Eve and the serpent, and the result was sin and death. When the devil tried to dialogue with Christ in the desert, Jesus categorically ended it, saying: “Away with you, Satan!” To conduct a dialogue with a heretic is, as St Basil says, the same as to communicate with an infected person; sooner or later the infection is passed on. The mysteries of the faith – dogmata – are received by faith as interpreted by the Holy Tradition. To conduct a dialogue about them with heretics is a betrayal of the faith and suicide!
Quote (Art.12): “It is evident that the goal of all theological dialogues is the complete restoration of unity in true faith and love. …all dialogues pursue one common goal.”
Response: The Vatican is in apostasy and shows no repentance; on the contrary, it has established it as a norm! Unity with the Vatican, which is the goal of these dialogues, as the document states, means to destroy the identity of the Orthodox Church and to fall into apostasy. It is nonsense and a lie to say that such pseudo unity will be a unity “in true faith and love”.
Quote (Art.14): “Any officially declared dialogue ends with the completion of the relevant work of the Joint Theological Commission when the chairman of the Inter-Orthodox Commission submits a report to the Ecumenical Patriarch (Bartholomew), who, with the consent of the primates of the Local Orthodox Churches announces the end of the dialogue. No dialogue is considered complete until the moment when a decision on its completion is announced on the pan-Orthodox level.”
Response: This very process reveals that what happens here is the completion of a change of faith by means of psychological manipulation used in so-called dialogues with the heretics of the apostate Vatican and under the pressure of control by the apostate Patriarch. The ultimate aim is elimination of the Orthodox faith. Patriarch Bartholomew is a manifest heretic and is under God’s curse (anathema) for his betrayal of faith and cooperation with the NWO system which destroys Christianity. The heretics Bartholomew and Kirill will not allow the completion of the so-called dialogue until the Orthodox faithful lose the faith and embrace heresies. It is planned spiritual suicide.
Such a dialogue is conducted by the NWO, too, which is introducing homosexual legislation within the EU. The law on registered partnership in the Czech Republic had been rejected a number of times; however, after constant so-called dialogues it was pushed through in the end. The same can be said about other self-destructive laws as well.
Quote (Art.15): “Upon the successful conclusion of a theological dialogue, a decision, based on the consensus of all Local Orthodox Churches, shall be made on the pan-Orthodox level, concerning the restoration of ecclesiastical communion.”
Response: The second stage, and actually the hidden goal, of a so-called successful dialogue is the restoration of ecclesiastical communion. In other words: the apostate Vatican, which is under God’s anathema, will take control of the Local Orthodox Churches. This is the successful dialogue. Therefore, the Ecumenical Patriarch – the apostate Bartholomew – in cooperation with Kirill seek to establish this cunning mechanism which will drive the Orthodox Church into apostasy and consequently destroy her.
Conclusion: At this historic time, when the day has already been determined for spiritual suicide of the Orthodox Church, every bishop, every monk, every priest and every believer must do everything in their power to ensure that the heretical Patriarch Kirill, who now holds his office illegitimately, is deposed and the suicidal Council cancelled.
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
